SECRETARY REPORT FOR YEAR 2006-2008.  PRESENTED AT THE NMA KWARA AGM 2008 HELD ON 19TH JULY, 2008 AT NMA HOUSE, GRA, ILORIN.

Preamble/Courtesies 

The Chairman, past Chairman, Elders and the entire members of NMA.  All protocols observed.

The last Two Year witnessed a marked improvement in terms of physical development, well-fare of members and proper record keeping.  However, the anticlimax was the deaths of some members of the association.

Find below the various activities at the secretariat in the year under review.

1. Records keeping


At the inception of this Exco year there was virtually no secretariat records handed over, the reason being that it was in the desktop, unfortunately the desktop crashed and there was no hard copy back up.


In order to prevent the above scenarios, we have electronic copies of meetings, save same in the desktop and hard copy back up for future reference. A new file cabinet was purchased for save keeping of all these records.

2. Physical development


The main Hall of the secretariat wears a new look.  Repairs were carried out in the interior including decoration while old and dilapidated furniture were refurbished. A new split 2HP A/C was installed and the leaking roof was also fixed to some extent.  However, the problems of leaking roof has been a recurrent decimal and needs total overhauling including logging.  Consequently the SEC approved a loan of N2Million Naira taken by NMA from UBA, part of which will be used to fix the leaking roof once and for all and remaining part for the development of NMA land at Olorunsogo, Ilorin.  


Regrettably, we were unable to carryout the repairs because the NMA has not been able to acquire the necessary document and the actual status of the NMA Secretariat from the Kwara State Government. The loan is intact in the NMA account.  Two new plots of land was bought for the association at Oke-Ose. The document to that effect is kept in the Secretariat.  A new printer and Public Address System were purchased for the Association and are functional. A fairly New Bus (Nissan Quest 2000 model) was purchased for the association without taxing any of our members.  This has eased the transportation problems we faced whenever there was the need to travel within and outside Kwara State. The Bus is in good shape and functional.

Welfare package

In line with the objectives of this Excos, the issue of welfare packages to members was paramount.  The association was able to negotiate loan package for members from UBA. This has materialized, and about 220 doctors cutting across all affiliates of NMA were already enjoying the loan from UBA.

The association also sought and obtained two expanse of land adjacent to UITH permanent site for members to buy and develop at their own pace.  The land has been mopped up by members and commissioned by the Chief Medical Director UITH, Ilorin.  The SEC has approved these welfare packages.  The Association was also negotiating with ETB to build the recommended and approved Housing Estate for interested members of the association.  The payment of which will be spread over 10-20 years.  This negotiation is still ongoing.  

Internet/CMEs


The Association has been able to restore the non functional internet, using the multi-links services.  The internet is now fully functional and facilitate the Continous Medical Education(CME) series.  Two newsletters have been published during this excos year, thanks to the Editorial Board.

MDCN Practice Fees


This is now centrally collated. The secretariat coordinates the forms and the fees.  This is promptly sent to the Resident Representative of MDCN in Kwara State.  The receipts and the certificates are promptly dispatched to the affiliates as they arrive.

The MDCN monitoring committee in Kwara State was newly inaugurated and met on three occasions. Regrettably, the inspection and monitoring of private hospitals has not started.

Remuneration and Wages


The association has been able to pay all her staff up till date.  Leave bonus has also been paid when due and the SOC impress has also been paid up to date.  A new motor cycle was purchased for the secretariat assistant (Mr Johnson Alabi) to enable him run errands for the association.  The old motorcycle has been placed for sale.

Kwara NMA Land at Olorunsogo


The NMA is in contact with the Ministry of Land, and Dr. Ade-Dosunmu, a past Chairman of the Association.  He promised to locate the site of the land as soon as he is in town. We are yet to get the needed acquisition paper for the land.

State Officers (SOC)/Executive Committee (SEC)


The SOC met on 10 and SEC on 18 occasions during the past two years.  The activities of the association were organized and carried out by the respective officers in accordance with the collective decisions taken at such meeting and the provisions of the association state bye-law as our guide.

National Executive Council/Meeting and ADM, AGM

The state was actively represented at all the NEC, meetings and ADM/AGM. The highlights of the minutes/events had been presented to SEC. New National Excos were elected in April, 2008 headed by Dr. Prosper as the President and Dr. K. Okoro as Secretary General, both from Abia State. 


The Kwara NMA also joined in the NMA Nation-wide strike called by the NEC about a year ago.  The N100,000:00 levied each state branch for the prosecution of the strike action had been paid to the national body without levying any affiliate member.

Death of Members


The anticlimax of the year were the deaths of some members of the association they are Drs, K Yusuf Sobi Specialist Hospital; E. Kelvin (Supernumerary in Radiology Department of University of Ilorin Teaching Hospital, Ilorin.), S. Afolabi House Officers University of Ilorin Teaching Hospital, Ilorin, A. Achinze (General Hospital Pategi) and Dr. Ali Olukade (MD, Tim Hospital) and Mr. Raimi (Security Staff) may their gentle souls rest in perfect peace.
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Looking forward to a more rewarding and successful 2008/2010 excos  year.
